The electric cord reel is heavy and may be difficult to
mount without assistance. (See Technical Data, page
26 for weights of cord reel assemblies.) To reduce the
risk for injury:

* Be sure the mounting surface and bolts are
strong enough to support the cord reel’s weight
and stress caused by hard pulls on the accessory
cord.

¢ When you are mounting a cord reel overhead,
always use a lift truck and be sure it is secure
before lowering the lift truck.
