Install new (size)
insert or universal combination insert (for combination unit)
ensuring O-ring is in place and insert is firmly seated prior to
insert of pins. Follow these instructions when installing, operating,
or servicing the product.

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Installation

Before installing, blow out pipe line to remove scale and other
foreign matter. This unit has DRYSEAL pipe threads. Use pipe
compound or tape sparingly to male threads only. Install regulator
in pipe line so that air will flow in direction of arrow stamped on
body. Install as near as possible to equipment being serviced.

Adjustment

To unlock R20 adjustment, push knob down (in) to forward most
position. Turn knob clockwise to increase the reduced or
regulated pressure and counter-clockwise to lower pressure.
On R21, loosen T-Handle lock nut and follow same directions.
With relieving-type regulators, the reduced pressure follows
adjustment of the knob. With non-relieving regulators, adjustment
for low reduced pressure will not be obtained until the reduced
pressure is “bled-off” or until air flow starts. To lock adjustment,
simply pull knob to rearward position. If tamperproof adjustment
is required, remove knob completely.

Maintenance — Cleaning

To clean, it is not necessary to remove regulator from the line.
Refer to drawing as a guide in reassembly. If the air supply is
kept clean, the regulator should provide long periods of
uninterrupted service. Erratic regulator operation or loss of
regulation is usually due to dirt in the disc area. To clean, shut
off air line pressure, vent pressure, unscrew bottom plug and
remove, inspect and clean disc. Clean parts with alcohol and
blow out body with compressed air. When reassembling, make
sure the disc stem fits into center hole of piston assembly. To
clean or replace piston and/or adjustment spring, back off
adjustment knob, depress spring cage retainer (lock), rotate cage
approximately 45° and remove. Repeat procedure to reassemble
cage. For servicing or replacement, depressurize unit first and
then simply remove insert retaining pins and remove unit from
air line as shown below.
